
Britcom’s specialist shotblasting and high quality paint facility 
has recently started operating in the bus and coach market

Body and Paintshop: Case Study
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EYMS recently commissioned Britcom to 
repaint a coach from white National Express 
livery into EYMS house livery of Cream and 
Blue.

The coach was inspected at the customer’s
premises and a quotation submitted.

On acceptance of the quotation a start and 
finish date was agreed and the coach was
added to the Britcom bodyshop production 
plan.

All detachable parts such as mirrors and lights were removed and the complete exterior 
was abraded and prepared for the spraybooth.

The first stage involved applying two coats of a 2 
pack primer surfacer which was then allowed to 
dry for approximately 30 minutes.  Two coats of 
blue were then applied to the lower section and the 
coach was then ‘low-baked’ at 80oC for a further 
30 minutes and left overnight to cool.

Once in the booth, all areas not requiring painting, 
such as windows etc, were masked off, ready for 
painting.

When the vehicle arrived on site it went straight into the ‘prep’ workshop and was carefully
inspected for any damage.

East Yorkshire Motor Services are one of the regions leading bus & coach  operators and 
run a fleet of both standard and luxury coaches. 
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The next stage was to abrade/flat the primer surfacer, followed by masking out the blue at 
the required break line.

Two coats of cream were then applied above the break line as per the house livery design.  

After 15 minutes drying the masking line was removed and the whole coach was low-baked 
again for 1 hour.

After passing a thorough final quality inspection, the coach was ready for collection.
